e A believer is sealed to His courts above and His courses below.

The Essence of living to His courts above and His courses below: The leper’s response:
Vs 15-16 “praising God in a loud voice. He threw himself at Jesus' feet and thanked him.”

1. Lauding your salvation 2. Loving your Savior fiercely 3. Living a redeemed life.
e 2Peter 3:11 “you ought to live holy and godly lives.”

Truths of the Kingdom of God (or Heaven)

1. Kingdom of God: Any time, any place where God's sovereignty, power or
glory are manifest. Leper’s healing was apparent and obvious to all.

2. Kingdom of God: Any time God’s indwelling Spirit testifies to the Lordship of
Jesus Christ. Leper’s response to his healing — praised God..

3. Kingdom of God: we experience and for unbelievers to w1tness in our lives.

In Jesus there’s always a ‘present’ reality of the Kingdom of heaven. (Matthew 5:3,10)

Kingdom of God: Not something of this world. Isaiah 33:22 “For the Lord is our
judge, the Lord is our lawgiver, the Lord is our king; it is he who will save us.”

Truth: In Christ, you are born of God and born into the kingdom of God. 1John 5:1
“Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God.”

e  “Sealed to thy courts above” 2Corinthians 1:20-22

e  This life is to be lived in preparation for the Kingdom of heaven. Philippians 3:20

Truth: In Christ, you are born of God and born unto the kingdom of God. Colossians
